BASMA for Culture and Arts initiates puppet theater
shows for children.

BASMA for Culture and Arts has initiated a tour of puppet shows aimed
at targeting children. The BASMA artistic team has recently introduced
the "Karkour Al-Nerfuz - Karkour the Nervous" theatrical performance,
produced by the Big Mouth Puppet Theater. The team performed 9 out
of 15 shows on February 22 using a mobile theater vehicle at the
partner schools and organizations in the Gaza Governorate. This
puppet play is designed for children in 2 partner organizations, 7 prima-
ry schools, and the Holst Park and Cultural Centre, with an audience of
1,618 girls and 873 boys attending. The project "Promoting Gaza
children's well- being and creativity through psychodrama of mario-
nette and puppet”, which is supported by the German Agency for
International Cooperation - giz and funded by the German Federal

Foreign Office, includes this puppet theater as one of its activities.
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Basma for Culture and Arts initiates theatrical shows for an

international theater play.

BASMA Society for Culture and Arts has initiated theatrical
show tour for international theater play. In January, BASMA
team debuted " Moghameret Ra’es Elmamlouk Jaber - The
Adventure of the slave Jaber's Head" at the Palestine Red
Crescent stage in Gaza City. Since then, BASMA has organized
11 shows across various regions of the Gaza Strip,
collaborating with partner organizations and universities. The
shows have been attended by 500 young men and 700 young
women. It is noteworthy that the play was prepared by Salah
Tafesh and

directed by Nahed Hannouna. The Abdul Mohsen Qattan
Foundation supported this theater production through the
"Takatof" 2022 grant for Palestinian cultural organizations.
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BASMA for Culture and Arts graduating the cohort-4 of

Psycho Drama Course

BASMA completed the PsychoDrama Course for the cohort-4 of
15 sessions and a closing ceremony. The cohort included 80
children (80 boys and 40 girls) divided into 8 groups. This
activity was carried out in collaboration with 2 local partner
organizations and 4 UNRWA schools that hosted children's
groups. Whereas, each organization hosted two groups, while
BASMA hosted the last group.
